The Distinguished Service Cross (DSC) is the second highest military decoration of the United States Army, awarded for extreme gallantry and risk of life in actual combat with an armed enemy force.  Actions that merit the Distinguished Service Cross must be of such a high degree to be above those required for all other U.S. combat decorations but not meeting the criteria for the Medal of Honor. The DSC is equivalent to the Navy Cross and the Air Force Cross.
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Quick Facts





There have only been three 160th SOAR(A) Soldiers  nominated for the DSC in the unit’s history. Chief Warrant Officer 5 Cooper is the first Night Stalker to be presented the DSC.





Sine the beginning of the War on Terror, Chief Warrant Officer 5 Cooper is the only U.S. Army aviator to receive the DSC non-posthumously.
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
